II the founder members of Agreenium are already extensively active in agriculture research and training in Europe and worldwide.
Through their cooperation, they aim to develop an operational system to meet the priorities of an international outlook.
« Partnership with high-ranking structures (universities, research bodies) in OECD and emerging countries, helping set up a joint policy
between its members.
« Engagining in training and research with southern countries organisations, notably through the mutualisation and consolida-
tion of the operative systems and initiatives of the members of Agreenium.
« Joint planning and projects with international research organisations (notably the centres of the Consultative Group on
International Agricultural Research (CGIAR), and UN institutions (FAQ, FIDA, UNEP, etc.) to help meet the major global
challenges facing agriculture and the environment.

In view of political stakes and priorities, both national and European, one of the geographic priorities of
Agreenium is to set up ambitious projects with the Mediterranean countries as well as strengthening the
already existing initiatives worldwide.
The coordination and implementation of all these research and training activities for international deve-
lopment will be based on a partnership approach involving all the players (research, higher education,
economic partners, stakeholders, etc.). As far as possible, they will bring together research, training
and development.
Agreenium plans to create a preparation support and monitoring bureau for international
exchange between members, including incoming and outgoing mobility of researchers and
lecturers. This bureau will draw up structural and functional analyses of the partner univer-
sities and research bodies in the areas covered by Agreenium. It will organize reqular inter-
national meetings to develop the reciprocal knowledge of Agreenium and its partners.
This system will be complemented by a group of delegates posted to the main part-
ner countries or regions, notably the Mediterranean, China, India and Brazil.

An international

focus
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ne of the objectives of creating Agreenium was to bring greater synergy and closeness between higher education and agronomic
research, in order to achieve greater dialogue and partnership between university institutions worldwide.

By bringing together a potential of 5,700 researchers, engineers and lecturers, Agreenium has become a world leader in terms of
higher education, research and development in the fields of agriculture, food, animal health and the environment. Its members,
either individually or through partnerships, have access to outstanding experimental resources: heavy equipment, experi-
mental units, observatories, and field networks. These means, allowing investigation at all scales, from the molecule to
production and the environment, are found within highly complementary environments in France, its overseas depart-
ments, and worldwide through established partnerships. Thanks to its privileged position at the interface of the
European and international socio-economic world and the concrete needs of society, Agreenium is an important
player in the dissemination and accessibility of knowledge, and also has a powerful influence in targeted
research.

The teaching system which accompanies and is fostered by this research potential is firmly directed
at higher education. There are around 200 courses at master’s level and 15 doctoral schools offering
studies in the fields of biology, health, food, agronomy, economic and social sciences, applied phy-
sics, chemistry and mathematics. It comes within the European education and research area (EM 1
and 2). Agreenium aims to use this system to develop international mobility programmes for
scientists, lecturers, and masters’ and PhD students. In addition to this policy of increasing
exchanges, this will involve developing high-level research-based training courses with our
partners, and an international PhD college. In this way, Agreenium has the dual aim of fos-
tering the integration of disciplines and approaches, hoth fundamental and targeted,
and to disseminate and transfer this knew know-how to stakeholders in the socio-
economic world.
